Dominica: Although there's a High safety
concern for LGBTQ travellers, in April 2024
authorities decriminalised consensual
same-sex relations.

Hungary: While there's a Normal safety

concern for LGBTQ travellers, the government

banned LGBTQ Pride events in March 2025,
increasing concerns for attendees from both
the local LGBTQ community and travellers
alike, including fines, legal consequences and
the use of a facial recognition system to
identify participants of the events.

Indonesia: The country remains a High
safety concern for LGBTQ travellers, despite
more relaxed attitudes found in Bali. The
semi-autonomous Aceh Province implements
Sharia law and criminalises homosexuality.

Liechtenstein: The country remains an
overall safe destination for travellers. Since
January 2025, same-sex couples can marry
and jointly adopt.

Thailand: Notoriously safe for LGBTQ
travellers, especially in touristy areas, the
country was the first in Southeast Asia to
legalise same-sex marriage in January 2025.

Trinidad & Tobago: There's a High safety
concern for LGBTQ travellers; in March 2025,
consensual same-sex sexual acts were once
again criminalised.

USA: While there's a Normal safety concern
for LGBTQ travellers, the political climate has
created fear and uncertainty for LGBTQ
travellers, especially concerning entry with a

gender 'X' passport and related safety issues.

Vanuatu: There's an Elevated safety concern
for LGBTQ travellers. In late 2024, the
Vanuatu government banned any religious,
civil or traditional marriages between
same-sex couples and announced plans to
ban LGBTQ advocacy and promotion.
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
